	Eleven squares moving from white to black-created in paint (showing light grays, mid-tones, dark-tones). Each square should move approx. 10%. 

	
	Eleven squares moving from white to black-created in pencil (showing light grays, mid-tones, dark-tones). Each square should move approx. 10%. 

	
	Paint and pencil squares line up parallel to each other, and visually match in value.

	
	Under each pencil square, square is labeled with  the pencil value that created the value (white, B, 2B, 3B….)


Portrait Preparation  10 % of grade
	
	Student takes selfies, upload image(s) open in Photoshop. (having uploaded at least 2 quality images to choose from).

	
	Manipulate photos, discarding color, adjusting tone and contrast, cropping tight and resizing. (Head shot, neck, shoulders)

	
	With Mrs. Graham's permission, print image, Let Mrs. Graham review clarity and range of value in print copy. Print 2. 

	
	Grid one photo-1" scale. Use gel pen to easily see lines. Lines are straight and parallel. 

	
	Select drawing paper, Grid with 1' scale in very light pencil. Lines are straight and parallel.  

	
	One photo is left untouched.


Portrait drawn in Contour,  Interior and Textural line  30 % of grade
	
	Contour lines define the edge of the face, hair, neck, shoulder and facial features. 

	
	Textural details are drawn-hair, jewelry, clothing.  


Consistent Depiction of Light  50%  of grade
Shadows reflect intensity of light. (Bright highlights=deep shadows, soft highlights=soft shadows). What is your style?
	
	Portrait reflects EVERY VALUE in the Value Scale.-from white to black.

	
	Light Values are evident throughout entire portrait.

	
	Medium Values are evident throughout entire portrait.

	
	Darks Values are evident throughout entire portrait.

	
	White is used as a highlight in brightest areas of portrait (reflected light in pupil,, center most whites of eye, center of teeth, forehead,  bridge of nose, center of bottom lip...).

	
	Black is used to contrast drama of white. Black is evident in corner of eyes, top of nostrils, corners of mouth, edge of hairline, hairs in eyebrows, back of jawline...).

	*Use of one accent Color is optional 

	
	Values are blended using blending stump for soft uniform appearance//or//image has uniform use of hatching/crosshatching or textural line (scumbling,).


Watercolor Contrasting Background  10% of grade

	
	Self-Portrait is cut away from paper background-using exacto knife or small trim scissors.

	
	Water color background uses 2-3 hues-(without mixing opposites/becoming muddy ) that retain transparency.

	
	Watercolor techniques of WASH, SPLATTER, and BLEEDING will be used in background application. 

	
	Portrait will be glued onto background showing balance and drama. (Image may be "floated" above background using foam spacers). Image may “break” picture plane and float over edge.
