The blobs on the bottom of your paper will be light on
the bottom moving up to darker

The blobs on the top part of your paper will be dark on
top and light as they move down the paper




e Lightis coming from the BOTTOM

e Use a variety of the same color in different
shades and analogous colors if you need it.

e Layer oil pastels to blend

e Make sure you have some bubbles that
overlap each other

e Coloring in a circular motion covers the
paper better

e Don't press too hard, layer!
e DO NOT USE YOUR FINGERS to Blend

e Put scrap paper under your hand to stop
smudging
